I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusion:

1. On September 13, 2002, Ramblin’ Express Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. Ramblin’ Express filed Third Revised Page No. 7, Sixth Revised Page No. 8, and Second Revised Page No. 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, and First Revised Page Nos. 8 and 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9, to become effective Ocotber 16, 2002.  Ramblin’ Express provides shuttle service in the Colorado Springs Area to and from points in Colorado as provided for in  Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity 47966, 45392 and L275 (Broadmoor).

2. Third Revised Page No. 7, Sixth Revised Page No. 8, and Second Revised Page No. 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, and First Revised Page Nos. 8 and 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9, propose to increase rates for the transportation of passengers between points in their authority.  The proposal increases rates up to 20 percent.  The proposal removes all previous reductions to persons travelling in and out of Colorado Springs Airport.  The proposal changes the definition of child so that the 3-15 year old segment of traffic must now pay a fare, albiet less than the adult fare, where as previously they rode free.  These new rate proposals apply only to traffic originating or terminating at the Colorado Springs Airport. 

3. Rule 31(g) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Colorado Code of Regulations CCR 723-1, requires that a common carrier to provide justification in support of the proposed changes to a tariff.  

4. Review of the tariff filing indicates that no justification in support of the increases or rate applications has been submitted by the Ramblin’ Express as required by Rule 31(g).

5. Further, the rates as proposed subject the traffic originating and terminating to a unique form of double discrimination, age and geographical point.  No justification or other explanation as required by Rule 31(g), cost or otherwise, has been provided to support such changes or discrimantory applications. Further, without justification, the statutory mandate of §§ 40-3-101 and 40-3-102 cannot fully be complied with by this Commission.   

6. Section 40-6-111, C.R.S., and 4 CCR 723-1-34(b) allow the Commission to reject a tariff or time schedule that is not in the form required by Commission rules.

7. The Commission finds that Third Revised Page No. 7, Sixth Revised Page No. 8, and Second Revised Page No. 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, and First Revised Page Nos. 8 and 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9, should be rejected for violations of Rule 31(g) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. Third Revised Page No. 7, Sixth Revised Page No. 8, and Second Revised Page No. 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, and First Revised Page Nos. 8 and 9 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No.9, as filed by Ramblin’ Express Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc., are rejected.

This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
