I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On August 16, 2002, Yefim Livshits, doing business as Central Transit (Central Transit), filed an application seeking authority to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55696.

2. By Decision No. R02-880. a Commission Administrative Law Judge recommended the revocation of CPCN PUC No. 55696 due to Central Transit’s failure to keep a currently effective certificate of insurance on file with the Commission.  By Decision No. C02-1057, the Commission issued a stay of Decision No. R02-880 pending resolution of the current suspension application.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on August 26, 2002.  The Commission set this matter for hearing on October 28, 2002.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is noncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

5. In support of this application, Central Transit states “it had difficulty in finding a right priced insurance and we plan to file a transfer application in the next ten to fourteen days.  Therefore while this process is being completed we request a suspension of operation for sixty days.”

6. Central Transit subsequently filed, on September 16, 2002, in Docket No. 02A-497CP, an emergency temporary, temporary, and permanent application to transfer CPCN PUC No. 55696 to Grover-Caldwell Investments, LLC doing business as Safe+Way Medical Transportation (Safe+Way).  Safe+Way was granted emergency temporary approval to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 55696 by Decision No. C02-1098 on September 20, 2002.  Safe+Way was granted temporary approval to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 55696 by Decision No. C02-1115 on October 4, 2002.  However, as of October 9, 2002, Safe+Way has not filed the appropriate certificate of insurance as required by Decision No. C02-1098 and C02-1115.  Therefore, Safe+Way has not been granted temporary approval to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 55696.

7. Nonetheless, the information submitted by Central Transit warrants the grant of the requested suspension.

8. The application for authority to suspend CPCN PUC No. 55696 is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

9. The hearing set for October 28, 2002, is vacated.

10. This application was deemed complete on October 2, 2002, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

11. The application filed by Yefim Livshits, doing business as Central Transit, for authority to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55696 is granted.

12. The suspension of motor vehicle operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55696 is authorized from August 9, 2002 through October 9, 2002.
