I.
BY THE COMMISSION

Background

1. On November 5, 2002, WorldCom, Inc., on behalf of its regulated subsidiaries (WorldCom) and Qwest Corporation (Qwest) jointly filed a Motion for Three Day Extension of Time to File Reply Comments in the above captioned proceedings. Pursuant to Decision No. C02-1183, parties in this proceeding were to file stage 2 comments on October 30, 2002 and replies to those comments on November 5, 2002. 

2. The Joint Movants state that due to the fact that Staff of the Commission filed its comments entirely confidential and did not serve all parties to the docket, some parties had not had the opportunity to see Staff’s comments. As of the date of this Motion, WorldCom still had not received a copy of Staff’s comments.

3. Therefore, the Joint Movants request the Commission extend the filing date for reply comments to close of business, November 8, 2002. The Joint Movants ask that this extension be granted for all parties. 

4. The Commission is on a short time frame in this docket due to the federal law concerning arbitrated interconnection agreements. As such, these issues are scheduled to appear on the November 13, 2002, Commission Weekly Meeting and an order issued no later than November 18, 2002. That being said, we believe that the Joint Movants have stated good cause for their motion to be granted. It is not clear to the Commission why Staff, being the party that should be closest to the Commission’s practice and procedures, would on the first hand file its comments confidentially when it appears to the Commission that there is no confidential material contained in the comments, and on the other hand, not serve parties with Staff’s filing as quickly as possible given the short turn around for all. Staff is ordered to hand deliver copies of its comments to attorneys for WorldCom and Qwest by 2:00 p.m. on November 6, 2002. 

5. We are still faced with a short turn around time for our decision on these issues, so we will grant the Joint Movants’ Motion, but require any reply comments to be due by noon on November 8, 2002. This extension is granted for all parties wishing to reply.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

6. The Joint Motion for a Three Day Extension of Time to File Reply Comments filed by WorldCom, Inc., and Qwest Corporation is granted consistent with the above discussion.

7. Response time to this Motion is waived.

8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
