I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On September 20, 2002, Mountain Wave Snowboards, Inc., filed an application seeking authority to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55704S from September 15, 2002, through October 15, 2002.

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on September 23, 2002.  The Commission set this matter for hearing on November 25, 2002.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is noncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.
4. Mountain Wave Snowboards, Inc. is authorized under CPCN PUC No. 55704S to provide call-and-demand limousine service, between Mountain Wave Snowboards, Inc., 600 South Park Avenue, Breckenridge, Colorado, and the intersection of Interstate 70 and Main Street, Frisco, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and the rest area on Interstate 70 at the top of Vail Pass, on the other hand.  CPCN Puc No. 55704S is restricted to providing transportation service between June 1 and October 15 of the same year.
5. Mountain Wave Snowboards, Inc. states in its application that the lease of its vehicle expired on September 15, 2002 and that it no longer has the ability, nor it seems, the customers to operate the service until next spring.

6. The information submitted with this application warrants the grant of the requested suspension.

7. Mountain Wave Snowboards, Inc. is advised that if it does not plan to operate past September 15 in the future, it should consider filing for an “extension” of its seasonal authority to reflect such.  This type of amendment would save Mountain Wave Snowboards, Inc. from being show caused due to lack of insurance from September 15 to October 15.

8. The application for authority to temporarily suspend CPCN PUC No. 55704S is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

9. The hearing set for November 25, 2002, is vacated.

10. This application was deemed complete on November 1, 2002, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

11. The application filed by Mountain Wave Snowboards, Inc. for authority to temporarily suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55704S is granted.

12. The suspension of motor vehicle operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55704S is authorized from September 15, 2002 through October 15, 2002.
