A. Statement

On November 1, 2002, ACC Telecommunications, LLC, Debtor-in-Possession, doing business as Adelphia Business Solutions (ACC) filed an application to discontinue or curtail jurisdictional telecommunications services.  As part of its application, ACC requested a shortened notice period of ten days.  Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-25-7.4 requires 30 days’ notice prior to the proposed discontinuance of service.

B. Findings of Fact and Conclusions

1. In its application, ACC proposed an effective date for discontinuance or curtailment of jurisdictional telecommunications services of November 30, 2002.

2. We conclude that a ten-day notice period to customers is not sufficient for an application filed on November 1, 2002 and proposing to discontinue services on November 30, 2002.  Therefore, we find that ACC failed to state good cause for a shortened notice period.

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. ACC Telecommunications, LLC Debtor-in-Possession, doing business as Adelphia Business Solution’s request for shortened notice of ten days is denied.
