I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On September 23, 2002, #10 Hillcrest, LLC., doing business as Western Express Taxi, filed an application for authority to encumber Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55708 in favor of San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express.  #10 Hillcrest, LLC., doing business as Western Express Taxi, seeks to encumber CPCN PUC No. 55708 as security for indebtedness in the principal sum of $36,764, in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the “Security Agreement and Financing Statement” executed by the parties, dated March 25, 2002, and properly filed with the Commission.
2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on October 7, 2002.  The Commission set this matter for hearing on November 15, 2002.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is noncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. The information submitted with this application warrants the grant of the requested encumbrance of CPCN PUC No. 55708.

5. This application for authority to encumber CPCN PUC No. 55708 is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That

6. The hearing set for November 15, 2002, is vacated.

7. This application was deemed complete on November 12, 2002, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

8. #10 Hillcrest, LLC., doing business as Western Express Taxi, is authorized to encumber all right, title, and interest in Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55708 in favor of San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express.  The encumbrance is authorized to secure payment of indebtedness in the principal sum of $36,764, in accordance with the terms and conditions of the “Security Agreement and Financing Statement” executed by the parties, dated March 25, 2002, and properly filed with the Commission.
9. #10 Hillcrest, LLC., doing business as Western Express Taxi, and San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express, shall notify the Commission, in writing, of the full satisfaction of the indebtedness and release of the authorized encumbrance.  This notice shall be filed no more than 10 days after the full satisfaction of the indebtedness.
