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I.
BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) of Decision No. C02-1234 filed by SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle), on November 4, 2002.  In that decision, the Commission granted to SuperShuttle permanent authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55686 to remove certain maximum vehicle size restrictions.  SuperShuttle now asserts that the Commission erred in deleting certain portions of its authority from the Appendix to Decision No. C02-1234.  Now being duly advised in the matter, we grant the application for RRR, consistent with the discussion below.

DISCUSSION

A. In Decision No. C02-1234, we granted to SuperShuttle authority to remove the maximum vehicle size restrictions for specific scheduled, charter, and call-and-demand limousine service named in CPCN PUC No. 55686.  The restrictions from which the maximum vehicle sizes were removed were (1)(B) and (1)(C) to Item I for scheduled service, (2)(B) and (2)(D) to Item II for call-and-demand limousine service, and (3)(A)(1) and (3)(B)(1) to Item III for charter service.

B. In granting the requested extension, we stated that “The complete authority under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55686, as extended, shall be as set forth in the Appendix.”  However, do to an administrative error, only those portions of SuperShuttle’s authority that were amended were listed in the Appendix to Decision No. C02-1234.

C. Hence, finding that an administrative error occurred, and that the Appendix to Decision No. C02-1234 listed only the extended portions of CPCN PUC No. 55686, not the “complete authority,” as stated in the ordering paragraphs, we grant SuperShuttle’s Application for RRR in order to correct that error.

III.
CONCLUSION

Consistent with the discussion above, we grant SuperShuttle’s Application for RRR of Decision No. C02-1234.  The complete authority under CPCN PUC No. 55686, as extended, shall be as set forth in the Appendix.

IV.
Order

D. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration of Decision No. C02-1234 filed by SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., is granted, consistent with the discussion above.

2. The complete authority under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55686, as extended, shall be as set forth in the Appendix.
