I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On October 17, 2002, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) and Nunn Telephone Company (Nunn) filed a joint application seeking authorization to execute a transfer of a stated portion of a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity of specific territory described below from Qwest to Nunn pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-25-8.  

2. Also included in the application were draft advice letters from Qwest and Nunn.  The draft advice letters revised service territory maps and metes and bounds descriptions for the respective company’s tariff.

3. The geographical area that is proposed to be transferred from Qwest to Nunn is described as follows:

That portion of Sections 25 and 36, Township 11 North, Range 68 West which is east of Interstate-25 Highway.  That portion of Sections 1, 11, 12, 13, 14, 23, 24, 25, 26, and 36, Township 10 North, Range 68 West which is east of Interstate-25 Highway.  That portion of Sections 1 and 12 (upper 2/3), Township 9 North, Range 68 West which is east of Interstate-25 Highway.

4. The Joint Application to Transfer stated that no existing physical assets nor existing customers will be transferred as there are currently none.

5. On October 21, 2002, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before November 20, 2002.  None were filed.

B. Discussion

1. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S. 

2. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer of assets is not contrary to the public interest.

ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

6. The joint application by Qwest Corporation and Nunn Telephone Company is deemed complete.

7. The application to approve the transfer of the stated portion of the Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity of Qwest Corporation to Nunn Telephone Company is granted.

8. Qwest Corporation and Nunn Telephone Company shall file advice letters and tariffs with one day’s notice to implement the rearrangement of service territory.

9. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
