I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On May 3, 2002, by Commission Decision No. C02-0504, Labor Limo, Inc., was granted authority to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55680 from February 23 through October 1, 2002.

2. Pursuant to Decision No. C02-0504, Labor Limo, Inc., was ordered to file, on or before September 1, 2002, a written request seeking either to reinstate CPCN PUC No. 55680 or to extend the suspension period.

3. On November 25, 2002, Labor Limo, Inc., filed an “application” to suspend operations under CPCN PUC No. 55680 from October 1, 2002 through December 30, 2002.  The Commission  construes this filing as an untimely motion to extend the  suspension period.

4. The movant gives several reasons for seeking an  extension, including sale negotiations, corporate reorganization, and “insurance shopping.”

5. The rules and regulations governing voluntary suspensions of common carriers state that “no certificate may be suspended for more than 12 consecutive months, unless otherwise authorized by the Commission” and that “no certificate may be suspended for more than 12 months in any 24-month period, unless otherwise authorized by the Commission.”  4 CCR 723-31-6.2.1 and 6.2.2.  The granting of this extension would not violate either of these rules. 

6. The submitted information warrants the grant of the requested extension and is not contrary to the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application filed by Labor Limo, Inc., on November 25, 2002, to extend the suspension period under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55680 is construed as a motion to extend the extension period, and is granted.

8. The extended suspension under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55680 is authorized from October 1 through December 30, 2002.

9. On or before December 20, 2002, Labor Limo, Inc.,  shall file a written request seeking either to reinstate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55680 or to extend the suspension period.

10. Prior to reinstatement, Labor Limo, Inc., shall cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules and shall pay the appropriate vehicle identification fee.

11. The failure to file a timely written request seeking either to reinstate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55680 or to extend the suspension period may result in revocation of the certificate without further notice.
