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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On November 12, 2002, Lightyear Communications, Inc. (Lightyear or Company), filed an application to discontinue providing private line service, frame relay, and 1+ dedicated services currently provided to customers over the network of Williams Communications.  The authority to provide these services was granted in Decision No. C00-502.

2. Lightyear is not seeking to cancel its authority, as it intends to offer other jurisdictional service in the future.  It only seeks the authority to discontinue offering private line service, frame relay, and 1+ dedicated services currently provided to customers over the network of Williams Communications.

3. Lightyear represents that it offers the private line service, frame relay, and 1+ dedicated services currently provided to customers over the network of Williams Communications to two business customers in the State of Colorado.

4. On November 14, 2002, notice of the application to discontinue this service was filed.  Interventions were due on or before December, 4, 2002.  None were filed.

5. The Commission received a copy of the customer notice and affidavit from the Company that it had provided notice to its customers as required by Commission rule.

6. As no interventions were filed in this matter, the application is unopposed.  Lightyear has provided sufficient information for the Commission to take appropriate action relating to this matter.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. Lightyear Communications, Inc.‘s application to discontinue offering its service is granted with the following conditions:

a)
Applicant will make arrangements to the best of its abilities to ensure that customers retain their existing phone numbers when they are transferred to a new provider.

b)
Applicant will absorb any costs that would normally be charged for transferring local service to a new provider.  The end use customer will be held harmless in this transaction. 

c)
Applicant will not disconnect service of any customer that will be transferred to the designated default provider until the default provider has had time to complete the transfer, which should be completed within 30 days from effective date of discontinuance.

3. The obligation of Lightyear Communications, Inc., to file an annual report with the Commission and contribute to all applicable Colorado funds for the period up until Lightyear Communications, Inc., ceases operations.  These funds include the Public Utilities Commission’s Fixed Utilities Fund, the Colorado High Cost Administration Fund, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, and the Emergency Telephone Access Act Program. 

4. Lightyear Communications, Inc., following the completion of transfer of its customers and complying with the conditions stated above, is no longer authorized to offer private line service, frame relay, and 1+ dedicated services currently provided to customers over the network of Williams Communications service in Colorado.

5. By no later than ten days from the effective date of discontinuance, Lightyear Communications, Inc., is directed to file an advice letter to withdraw pages of its tariff on file with the Commission related to private line service, frame relay, and 1+ dedicated services currently provided to customers over the network of Williams Communications.  This may be done on one day’s notice and will be a compliance filing.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
