I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusion:

1. On November 27, 2002, Casino Coach, Inc., filed Revised Page Number Five to Passenger Tariff Number Five and Revised Page Number Five to Passenger Tariff Number Six, to become effective January 1, 2003.  Casino Coach, Inc., provides shuttle van service in Boulder County, Colorado and vicinity as provided for in Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55667.

2. Revised Page Number Five to Passenger Tariff Number Five and Revised Page Number Five to Passenger Tariff Number Six, proposed to become effective January 1, 2003 propose a 33% increase in rates for the transportation of passengers. 

3. Rule 31 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Colorado Code of Regulations (CCR) 723-1, requires a common carrier that changes a tariff to file concurrently with the proposal justification for the tariff change.  In so doing, the applicant must show need for the proposal.  

4. Review of the tariff filing indicates that no justification accompanied the tariff filling as required by Rule 31(g).   

5. Section 40-6-111(3), C.R.S., and 4 CCR 723-1-34(b) allow the Commission to reject a tariff or time schedule that is not in the form required by Commission rules. 

6. The Commission finds that Revised Page Number Five to Passenger Tariff Number Five and Revised Page Number Five to Passenger Tariff Number Six, to become effective January 1, 2003 should be rejected for violations of Rule 31(g) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Revised Page Number Five to Passenger Tariff Number Five and Revised Page Number Five to Passenger Tariff Number Six, to become effective January 1, 2003 as filed by Casino Coach, Inc. are rejected.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
