I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On November 4, 2002, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed the instant application, accompanied by supporting exhibits.

2. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-70 requires that the Commission review the submitted application and supporting information and documentation, and the applicant’s statement, if any, to determine if the application is complete.  If it is determined that the application is not complete, the Commission will both reject the application and close the docket, absent unusual or extraordinary circumstances.

B. Findings of Fact

3. Public Service requests that it be expressly directed by the Commission to collect and disburse the Kansas ad valorem tax refunds for Iowa Electric
 in the Town of Sterling and environs for sales service prior to March 31, 1986.

4. The said tax refunds are being held in suspense by Kinder Morgan Interstate Gas Transmission Company (KMIGT) for the Sterling service territory that Public Service acquired from Iowa Electric.  Under the terms of the Purchase Agreement Public Service has with Iowa Electric, Iowa Electric was to make the refund.

5. There is a high degree of uncertainty associated with the timing and amount of said refund money.  Public Service has been trying to obtain from KMIGT a letter representation that KMIGT would release the refund money to Public Service under certain conditions.  Also, Public Service is trying to obtain authorization from Iowa Electric to collect the refund money from KMIGT and to make the refund.  Until such time when the Commission receives either one or both of these representations, the Commission finds that the instant application is not complete. 

6. In lieu of rejecting this application and closing the docket, the Commission will allow the applicant additional time to file a supplement to complete the application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado in this docket is hereby deemed incomplete.

2. Public Service Company of Colorado is directed to expeditiously file supplemental material to complete this application.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
