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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Intervene pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-64(b) filed on November 27, 2002 by Home Builders Association of Metropolitan Denver (HBA).  In its motion, HBA requests permission to intervene in Public Service Company of Colorado’s (PSCo) Advice Letter No. 598-Gas filing (Advice Letter).  

2. According to HBA, it presently has a pending complaint docket against PSCo in Docket No. 01F-071G, and participated in combined Docket Nos. 01S-365G and 01S-404G that gave rise to the Advice Letter filing in the current docket.  Because all of these dockets deal with PSCo’s Gas Extension Policy and the methodology underlying the calculation of the Construction Allowance which is an integral part of the Gas Extension Policy, HBA urges that it has a substantial interest in this docket.

3. HBA further asserts that it has already demonstrated to the Commission that it offers an important viewpoint to the Commission in dealing with the various issues involved with the Gas Extension Policy and will provide information to the Commission that will allow the Commission to make informed decisions on these matters.  HBA also enumerated several concerns it has with PSCo’s proposed changes to its Gas Extension Policy.  

4. Now, being duly advised in the matter, we find that HBA states good cause to grant its motion to intervene in this docket.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Intervene pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-64(b) and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22 filed by Home Builders Association of Metropolitan Denver is granted.
