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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On November 21, 2002, QCC, Inc. (QCC or Company), filed a notification to discontinue operations in Colorado. The Commission processed this notification as an application to discontinue regulated telecommunications services. 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-25-7.

2. Notice of the application was posted on the Commission’s web site on November 26, 2002.  Interventions were due on or before December 16, 2002.  None were filed.

3. QCC did not file a response to a request for additional information by the Commission that is necessary to deem the application complete.  

B. Discussion

4. The application did not include the furnishing of an affidavit signed by an officer, partner, owner, or employee, as appropriate, who is authorized to act on behalf of the applicant, stating that the contents of the application are true, accurate, and correct. 4 CCR 723-25-7.2.7

5. The application also was missing information required by Commission rules related to the proposed date of discontinuance, identification of location where the applicant prefers a hearing to be held, if necessary; a series of required acknowledgements; and customer notification, if necessary. 4 CCR 723-25-7.2 and 7.4

6. Staff of the Commission (Staff) sent correspondence to the Company informing the applicant of the missing information and that the application may be rejected as incomplete if the requested information was not provided.  The Commission received no additional information from QCC in response to Staff’s letter.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. QCC Inc.'s application is deemed incomplete.

2. QCC, Inc., is to file a response to the questions posed by the Commission by January 15, 2003.  Failure to file a satisfactory response by the date indicated above will cause the application to be rejected without further Commission action

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
