I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On November 14, 2002, Florence M. Barajas, doing business as Your Ride Transportation Services, filed an application seeking authority to suspend operations, from November 22, 2002 through May 22, 2003, under the portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55039 that authorizes taxi service.
2. The existing authority named in CPCN PUC No. 55039 reads as follows:  I. Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, between all points within a 20-mile radius of the intersection of Interstate 25 and U.S. Highway 350 in Trinidad, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points within the following named towns and cities, on the other hand:  Cuchara, Colorado; Las Animas, Colorado, Springfield, Colorado; Pueblo, Colorado; and Colorado Springs, Colorado.  Certificate holder is expressly authorized to provide taxi service to all intermediate points between Trinidad, Colorado, and Cuchara, Colorado, via Colorado Highway 12; between Trinidad, Colorado, and Las Animas, Colorado, via U.S. Highways 350 and 50; between Trinidad, Colorado, and Springfield, Colorado, via U.S. Highway 160; and between Trinidad, Colorado, and Colorado Springs, Colorado, via Interstate 25;  II.  Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi and call-and-demand limousine service, from all points within a 20-mile radius of the intersection of Interstate Highway 25 and Colorado Highway 350 in Trinidad, Colorado, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand, with express authorization to provide round trip service;  III.  Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine and charter service, from all points in the County of Las Animas, State of Colorado, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand, with express authorization to provide round-trip service.  RESTRICTIONS:  Part II of this authority is restricted against providing service which originates or terminates in Lake County, Colorado.  To the extent Parts I, II, and III of this authority overlap, only one operating right exists;  Part III of this authority is restricted as follows:  A)  Against providing point-to-point service within a five mile radius of Walsenburg, Colorado; and  B)  Against providing service to, from, or within the County of Lake, State of Colorado.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on December 2, 2002.  The Commission set this matter for hearing on December 23, 2002.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is noncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

5. The information submitted with this application warrants the grant of the requested partial suspension.

6. The application for authority to suspend operations under a portion of CPCN PUC No. 55039 is in the public interest.

7. The remaining authority in CPCN PUC No. 55039 after the taxi service is suspended will read as follows:  I.  Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, from all points within a 20-mile radius of the intersection of Interstate Highway 25 and Colorado Highway 350 in Trinidad, Colorado, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand, with express authorization to provide round trip service; and  II.  Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine and charter service, from all points in the County of Las Animas, State of Colorado, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand, with express authorization to provide round-trip service.  RESTRICTIONS:  Part I of this authority is restricted against providing service which originates or terminates in Lake County, Colorado.  To the extent Parts I and II of this authority overlap only one operating right exists;  Part II of this authority is restricted as follows:  A)  against providing point-to-point service within a five mile radius of Walsenburg, Colorado; and  B)  against providing service to, from, or within the County of Lake, State of Colorado.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The hearing set for December 23, 2002, is vacated.

2. This application was deemed complete on December 11, 2002, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

3. The application filed by Florence M. Barajas, doing business as Your Ride Transportation Services, for authority to suspend the portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55039 that authorizes taxi service is granted.

4. The suspension of motor vehicle operations under the above-described portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55039 is authorized from November 22, 2002 through May 22, 2003.

5. On or before April 22, 2003, Florence M. Barajas, doing business as Your Ride Transportation Services, shall file a written request either to reinstate the suspended portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55039 or to extend the suspension period.

6. The failure to file a written request either to reinstate the suspended portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55039 or to extend the suspension period on or before April 22, 2003, may result in the revocation of the suspended portion of the certificate.

7. This Order is effective immediately on its Mailed Date.
