I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time in Which to File New Tariffs and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) on December 16, 2002.

2. PSCo filed Advice Letter No. 591-Gas and Advice Letter No. 1370-Electric on April 22, 2002.  On May 28, 2002, PSCo filed Advice Letter Nos. 591-Gas Amended and 137-Electric Amended.  The advice letters were for the purpose of setting forth the rules and regulations under which PSCo will bill landlords, owners, and other agents for service when rental properties become vacant.  An administrative law judge granted PSCo’s motion to consolidate the two advice letter dockets.  

3. At a pre-hearing conference on October 21, 2002, PSCo entered an oral motion to withdraw the two advice letters in order to address Commission Staff’s (Staff) concerns.  PSCo promised that it would file new tariffs within eight weeks of the pre-hearing conference, or by December 16, 2002.  

4. Due to pressing workloads and schedules of Staff and PSCo, the two parties have been unable to meet since the pre-hearing conference.  Therefore, PSCo requests an additional six weeks to file the tariffs in order to work with Staff to determine how best to address the tenant vacancy issues.  According to PSCo, Staff, the only other party in this matter has indicated no opposition to the motion.  

5. Therefore, we find that PSCo has stated good cause to grant its motion for an extension of time of six weeks to file Advice Letters in this matter.  We also waive response time.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:
