I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On November 29, 2002, Yipes Transmission, Inc. (YTI), and Yipes Enterprises Services, Inc. (YESI, together Applicants), filed an application seeking approval of a proposed transfer of control related to YTI. 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-25-8.

2. YTI has received authority from this Commission to offer both competitive local exchange services and emerging competitive services (Decision No. C00-630). YTI has no effective tariffs on file with the Commission.  The authority to offer emerging competitive telecommunications services was rendered null and void in September 2000 when YTI failed to file tariffs for these services within the timeframe included in ordering paragraph no. 11 in Decision No. C00-630.  The authority to offer competitive local exchange services remains active.  

3. YTI filed for Chapter 11 bankruptcy in the United States Bankruptcy Court for the Northern District of California (San Francisco Division) on April 19, 2002.  The Applicants represent that the Bankruptcy Court has approved a Plan of Reorganization (POR) that included the sale of YTI to YESI, subject to the necessary approvals. As part of the POR, YESI will purchase the assets of YTI to include the Colorado operations and regulatory authorities held by YTI in Colorado.

4. YESI does not currently hold, nor does it request a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity from the Commission to provide local exchange services. The application includes information as required in 4 CCR 723-25-4.1 related to YESI to enable the Commission to issue a grant of authority for the contemplated transfer.

5. Notice of the application was issued on December 3, 2002.  Interventions were due on or before December 23, 2002.  None were filed.

B. Discussion

6. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

7. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer of control is not contrary to the public interest.

8. The Commission finds that Applicants have complied with 4 CCR 723-25-8 and will grant authority for the transfer requested.

9. IF YESI desires to offer emerging competitive telecommunications services, it will need to file for a Letter of Registration with the Commission, receive the required authority, and subsequently have an effective tariff on file prior to offering these services.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application by Yipes Transmission, Inc., and Yipes Enterprises Services, Inc., is deemed complete.

2. The application to approve the proposed transfer of Yipes Transmission, Inc., is granted.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
