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I. by the commission

A. Statement

On December 18, 2002, the Commission held a prehearing conference in the captioned docket.  

The Home Builders Association of Metropolitan Denver request for intervention was approved in a Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting on December 18, 2002 by separate order.  Staff of the Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel timely filed interventions of right in these dockets.  

At the prehearing conference, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) proposed a procedural schedule and hearing dates.  The parties had met prior to the prehearing conference to discuss the procedural schedule.  There was general agreement with PSCo’s proposal.  Additional refinements occurred during the prehearing conference.  

The following procedural schedule and hearing dates are adopted for this proceeding:  (1) intervenors shall file answer testimony and exhibits by March 19, 2003; (2) PSCo shall file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits by April 30, 2003; (3) intervenors shall file their cross-answer testimony and exhibits by April 30, 2003; (4) parties shall file prehearing motions by May 16, 2003; (5) hearing shall commence at 1:00 p.m. on May 21, 2003, and continue as necessary through May 22, 2003; and (6) parties shall file post-hearing statements of position by June 3, 2003, with no opportunity for response.  If necessary, a final prehearing conference will be scheduled by subsequent order.  

Parties shall provide testimony and exhibits, and corrected testimony and exhibits, to other parties and counsel by same-day service, either electronically or by hand delivery.  

Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-77 will govern discovery pertaining to direct testimony and exhibits, to answer testimony and exhibits, and resolution of disputes about that discovery.  

Discovery responses for rebuttal testimony and exhibits and cross-answer testimony and exhibits shall be shortened to seven calendar days. 

Copies of all discovery requests and responses shall be served on all parties.  Discovery requests and responses shall not be filed with the Commission and shall not be served on Commission Advisory Staff and Commission counsel identified in the Rule 9(d) Notices filed by Staff in this docket.

All discovery disputes shall be addressed by an administrative law judge.

The cut-off date for discovery pertaining to PSCo’s direct testimony and exhibits is March 19, 2003.  The cut-off date for discovery pertaining to intervenors’ answer testimony and exhibits is April 30, 2003.  The cut-off date for discovery pertaining to rebuttal testimony and exhibits and to cross-answer testimony and exhibits is May 9, 2003.  As used here, the cut-off date is the last date on which discovery may be propounded.  

The procedural schedule assumes that PSCo amends Advice Letter No. 598.  PSCo stated its intention to amend the advice letters to change their effective dates to reflect the expiration of 210 days pursuant to 4 CCR 723-1-41.6.1 on July 3, 2003.  

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The procedural schedule discussed above is adopted.
