I.
statement

A. On December 28, 2001, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) filed an Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time (“Motion”) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion requests that the filing deadlines for the Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) and Staff’s answer testimony be extended from January 4, 2002, to January 11, 2002, and that the filing deadline for San Miguel Power Association Inc.’s (“SMPA”) rebuttal testimony be extended from January 18, 2002, to January 21, 2002.  Decision No. R01-1038-I established the current deadlines for these filings.

B. The requested extension is designed to facilitate settlement discussions between the parties.  In this regard, Staff indicates that the parties have scheduled a settlement conference on January 3, 2002.  The Motion does not seek modification of the currently scheduled hearing dates.     

C. Staff represents in the Motion that no other party opposes the relief requested therein.  That forms the basis for Staff’s request that response time to the Motion be waived.

D. Extending the subject filing deadlines as requested by the Motion will not adversely affect the current procedural schedule applicable to this proceeding and may facilitate settlement of this matter.  Therefore, the Motion will be granted.  It is observed that the agreed January 21, 2002, filing deadline for SMPA’s rebuttal testimony falls on the Martin Luther King Holiday, a day the Commission’s offices will be closed.  Accordingly, the due date for filing SMPA’s rebuttal testimony will be extended to January 22, 2002.     

II.
order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time filed by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on December 28, 2001, is granted.

2. The procedural schedule previously established in this matter by Decision No. R01-1038-I is modified as set forth in ordering paragraph nos. 3 and 4 below.  In all other respects the procedures and procedural schedule set forth in Decision No. R01-1038-I shall remain the same.

3. Intervenors shall file their written answer testimony, in question-and-answer format, no later than January 11, 2002.  Such answer testimony shall include the following information for each class of customer served by San Miguel Power Association, Inc.:  the average monthly customer bill prior to implementation of the rate changes proposed in this proceeding and the percentage and dollar amount increase or decrease in the average monthly customer bill resulting from implementation of the rate changes proposed by Intervenors in this proceeding.

4. San Miguel Power Association, Inc., shall file any desired rebuttal testimony, in question-and-answer format, no later than January 22, 2002.
