I.
statement

A. The captioned matter involves a formal complaint that was filed against Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission by Complainant, Landstar Logistics (“Landstar”).  The Complaint included a Request for Interim Order precluding Qwest from terminating telephone service to Landstar pending resolution of this proceeding.

B. On January 17, 2002, Qwest filed its Answer and Response to Request for Interim Order (“Response”).  The Response indicates that Qwest has complied with a purchase order submitted by a Competitive Local Exchange Carrier (“CLEC”) requesting the port out of the telephone number assigned to Landstar.  Since Qwest no longer has an active account registered to Landstar or its agent, Mr. Vostrejs, under that telephone number, it submits that the Request for Interim Order should be denied.

C. Based on the foregoing, it appears that Landstar is no longer securing telephone service from Qwest.  As a result, Qwest is no longer in a position to discontinue such service pending resolution of the underlying billing dispute between the parties.  Accordingly, the relief requested by the Request for Interim Order is now moot and should be denied.

1. The Request for Interim Order filed in the captioned matter by Landstar Logistics is denied as moot.
