A. The captioned proceeding was initiated on November 21, 2001, when Complainant, Sherry J. Buhring (“Buhring”), filed a formal complaint with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) against Respondent, MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc. (“MCI”).

B. An Order to Satisfy or Answer was issued by the Commission on November 26, 2001.  An Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing was issued on that same day setting the matter for hearing on January 28, 2002.

C. On January 18, 2002, MCI filed a Motion to Vacate Hearing (“Motion”).  In support of the Motion, MCI indicates that a settlement has been reached in this matter but that the parties require additional time to finalize the same.  In addition, neither MCI’s counsel nor its witness will be available on the currently scheduled hearing date due to prior, long-standing commitments.

D. By correspondence received by the Commission on January 17, 2002, Buhring also requests that the current hearing date be vacated.

E. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion will be granted.  On or before January 28, 2001, the parties shall either move for dismissal of this matter (in the event a settlement is reached) or advise the undersigned of their available dates for a re-scheduled hearing during February and March of 2002.

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate Hearing filed by MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., is granted.

2. The hearing of the matter, currently scheduled for January 28, 2002, is vacated.

3. On or before January 28, 2001, the parties to this proceeding shall either move for dismissal of this matter (in the event a settlement is reached) or advise the undersigned of their available dates for a re-scheduled hearing during February and March of 2002.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
