A. Both of the captioned applications of Casino Transportation, Inc. (“CTI”), were filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on October 31, 2001.  They were consolidated for hearing purposes and a hearing was scheduled for January 16, 2002.

B. Timely interventions have been filed by Black Hawk/Central City Ace Express, Inc. (“Ace”), in both proceedings.

C. On January 9, 2002, CTI filed two discovery-related motions.  In light of the rapidly approaching hearing date, CTI requested that Ace’s response time to the motions be shortened.  On January 10, 2002, the undersigned advised the parties that these requests would be granted.

D. On January 11, 2002, counsel for the parties jointly contacted the undersigned and requested that the hearing be vacated and re-scheduled to a later date.  As grounds therefore, counsel indicated that additional time would facilitate the possible resolution of CTI’s discovery motions and/or settlement of these matters.  The undersigned granted the parties’ request for a hearing continuance at that time, contingent upon CTI’s waiver of the 210-day time limitation contained in § 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S.

E. On January 15, 2002, CTI filed its Notice of Waiver of 210 Day Requirements of Section 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S.  By that pleading CTI also withdrew its previous requests that the response time to its pending discovery motions be shortened.

F. On January 18, 2002, the parties advised of their availability for a re-scheduled hearing in February, March, and April.  Based on this advisement, the hearing of this matter will be re-scheduled for March 19, 2002.
