statement

A. On January 31, 2002, Thermo Cogeneration Partnership, L.P. (“Thermo”) filed a Motion to Strike the Amicus Curiae Brief submitted in the captioned proceeding by Holy Cross Energy, Inc. (“Holy Cross”).  The Motion to Strike also contained a request that the time allowed for Holy Cross to respond to the motion be shortened to five calendar days.
