statement

A. On February 4, 2002, Intervenor Golden West Commuter, LLC (“Golden West”) filed its Motion to Dismiss and Alternate Motion In Limine, Motion for Shortened Response Time and Motion for Attorney’s Fees.  This order addresses only the Motion for Shortened Response Time.

B. Golden West notes that this matter is set for a hearing to be held on February 15, 2002.  It states that it has served discovery and has not received responses, and therefore it seeks to have the application dismissed pursuant to Rule 77 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  However, Golden West points out that the normal 14-day response time to its Motion would be after the hearing.
