STATEMENT
A. On February 8, 2002, Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) filed its report regarding change management issues.  Qwest states that it is submitting this report to demonstrate that it satisfies the factors considered by the Federal Communications Commission in evaluating Checklist Item 2 compliance, as it relates to change management processes (“CMPs”).
B. Qwest also requests that competitive local exchange carriers (“CLECs”) be allowed to file comments on the report on or before February 19, 2002.  Qwest maintains that it will then be prepared to address any CLEC comments or other issues relating to its CMP during the hearings on February 26 through 28, 2002.
C. Implicit in Qwest’s report is a motion to establish procedures, and, specifically, a comment period for CMP.   
D. I grant Qwest’s motion and waive response time to the same.  Comments will be due February 21, 2002.

1. Parties in this docket may file comments on Qwest Corporation’s Report on Change Management Issues by February 21, 2002.
