statement

A. On February 20, 2002, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) filed an Unopposed Motion for Modification of Interim Decision No. R02-42-I (“Motion”) in the captioned proceeding.

B. The Motion indicates that Staff’s counsel unintentionally agreed to restrictions on the Commission’s statutory audit power by allowing certain discovery limitations stipulated to by the parties to be incorporated into Decision No. R02-42-I.  The Motion requests that Decision No. R02-42-I be modified by removing references to such audit powers from the discovery limitations imposed in this proceeding.  Notwithstanding this request, Staff has agreed that it will utilize the Commission’s discovery procedures, subject to the limitations contained in Decision No. R02-42-I, in the event it seeks information from any other party.

C. Staff represents in the Motion that no other party opposes the relief requested therein.  Therefore, the Motion will be granted.    

II.
order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Modification of Interim Decision No. R02-42-I filed by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on February 20, 2002, is granted.

2. The procedures previously established in this matter by Decision No. R02-42-I are modified as set forth in ordering paragraph nos. 3 and 4 below.  In all other respects the procedures and procedural schedule set forth in Decision No. R02-42-I shall remain the same.

3. Each party may serve up to two sets of written discovery on each other party.  However, the total number of written discovery requests for each party shall be limited as follows:  30 interrogatories; 20 requests for production of documents; and 20 requests for admission, each of which shall consist of a single question or request.

4. Written discovery must be initiated and/or depositions must be taken by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on or before April 22, 2002.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
