statement

A. On February 27, 2002, Applicant Admired Transportation, Inc. (“Admired”), filed its request for extension of time.  Admired seeks an extension of time to file its exceptions in this matter.  Admired notes that a recommended decision was mailed on February 12, 2002, and that exceptions are ordinarily due within 20 days or no later than March 4, 2002.  Applicant states that it has ordered a transcript and seeks to review it prior to filing its exceptions, and file the transcript with its exceptions.  The request seeks an extension of time to and including 20 days from the filing of the transcript to file its exceptions.

B. The purpose of the transcript is not to aid a party in filing its exceptions.  Rather, the purpose of the transcript is to aid the Commission in determining whether basic findings of fact can be reversed.  In addition, Rule 92(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure provides in pertinent part as follows:

... The Commission shall not grant motions for extensions of time [to file exceptions] which are based on the unavailability of the transcript unless the movant establishes that the request for preparation of a transcript was filed with the Commission (by filing a notice of requested transcript in the official docket filed with the Commission) within five working days after the mailing of the recommended or Commission decisions.

Here the request for transcript was made later than five working days after the mailing of the decision.  However, Applicant’s counsel is unfamiliar with the rule and therefore the rule will be waived and a short extension will be granted.

C. It Is Ordered That:

1. Exceptions to Decision No. R02-136 shall be due March 18, 2002.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
