A. On February 28, 2002, the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) initiated the captioned proceeding by issuing its Order to Show Cause and Notice of Hearing (“Show Cause Order”) directed to Mile High Telecom Partners, LLP (“Mile High Telecom”).  See, Decision No. C02-165.  The Show Cause Order set the matter for hearing on April 2, 2002, and established deadlines for the filing of witness and exhibit lists by the parties. 

B. On March 4, 2002, the Staff of the Commission (“Staff”) filed an Unopposed Motion to (1) Vacate April 2, 2002 Hearing and Established Deadlines to File Witness and Exhibit Lists, (2) Set Pre-Hearing Conference on an Expedited Basis, and (3) Waive Response Time (“Motion”).  In support of the Motion, Staff indicates that the current hearing setting provides insufficient time to conduct discovery and otherwise prepare for hearing.
