STATEMENT

The Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission shall file two copies of:  (a) a list containing the name, address, and title of each of its witnesses; and (b) the exhibits it plans to present at the hearing no later than April 29, 2002.  Copies of the witness list and exhibits shall be served on all parties to this proceeding.

3. Mile High Telecom Partners, LLP shall file two copies of:  (a) a list containing the name, address, and title of each of its witnesses; and (b) the exhibits it plans to present at the hearing no later than May 9, 2002.  Copies of the witness list and exhibits shall be served on all parties to this proceeding.

4. No witness shall be permitted to testify, nor shall any document be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served as provided in this Order.

5. If any party fails to meet the above requirements, the Commission may dismiss this proceeding or any defense, upon motion filed by any other party, unless good cause for noncompliance is shown. 

6. Discovery shall be governed by Rule 77 of the Commissions Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-77.  

7. No motion for continuance shall be granted if filed within 20 days before the first day of the hearing, except for good cause shown.

8. This Order shall be effective immediately.
