I.
statement

A. This complaint proceeding was initiated on February 6, 2002, when the Complainant, Stagner, Inc. (“Stagner”), filed a formal complaint against Respondent, Business Savings Plan, with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”).  On February 8, 2002, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing setting the matter for hearing on March 28, 2002, in Denver, Colorado.

B. On March 13, 2002, Stagner filed a motion requesting that the hearing be held in Lamar, Colorado.

C. Rule 22(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22(b), provides for a 14-day response period to motions.  However, it also authorizes the Commission to shorten this period under appropriate circumstances.  

D. Under Rule 22(b) any desired response to Stagner’s motion would be due no later than March 27, 2002, only one day prior to the currently scheduled hearing date.  For this reason, it is appropriate to shorten the response period to the subject motion to March 22, 2002.

E. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired response to the motion filed by Stagner, Inc., on March 13, 2002, requesting that the hearing in this matter be held in Lamar, Colorado, must be filed by Business Savings Plan on or before March 22, 2002.
