A. On March 28, 2002, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, Qwest Corporation, AT&T Communications, of the Mountain States, Inc., WorldCom, Inc., and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed their Joint Motion for Enlargement of Time Within which to File a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement or, in the Alternative, a Revised Procedural Schedule.  By this motion the movants seek an order of this Commission modifying the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R01-1223-I.  Under the previous schedule, the parties were to file direct testimony on March 29, 2002.  The parties seek a two-week enlargement of time to and including April 12, 2002 within which to file either a stipulation and settlement agreement, or in the alternative, a revised procedural schedule.  As grounds for the motion the movants note that a series of technical conferences have been held and a draft stipulation and settlement agreement has been prepared and is currently being reviewed.  The parties anticipate a settlement of the issues.  However, additional time is needed to finalize any stipulation.  It is represented that neither CenturyTel of Colorado, Inc., doing business as CenturyTel, Citizens Communications, Inc., nor the Colorado Telecommunications Association objects to this motion.

B. Good grounds having been shown the motion should be granted.

1. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R01-1223-I is modified.  The parties to this proceeding shall have until April 12, 2002 to file either a stipulation and settlement agreement or a proposed revised procedural schedule.
