A. On April 3, 2002, Qwest Corporation, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., Sprint Communications Company, L.P., WorldCom, Inc., Time Warner Telecom of Colorado, LLC, XO Colorado, Inc., Pac-West Telecom, Inc., Colorado Telephone Association, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed their Joint Motion to Reschedule Hearing Date and Entries of Appearance.
