A. By Decision No. R01-587-I, June 4, 2001, Respondent Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) was ordered not to discontinue service to the Complainant Charles M. Monahan, conditioned upon the Complainant posting a bond in the amount of $100.

B. This matter has been dismissed and the time for filing exceptions has expired.  The Complainant has filed a request to have the bond returned.  On April 11, 2002, Qwest filed a response indicating it had no objection to the return of the bond.

C. The matter was dismissed without prejudice, see Decision No. R02-220, and thus the parties should be returned to their original positions.  Therefore the bond posted by the Complainant should be returned.
