A. The captioned application of Ed English, doing business as Independent Taxi was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) on February 20, 2002, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on February 25, 2002.

B. Interventions have been filed in this proceeding by Samja’s Enterprises, Inc., doing business as Express Taxi and Express Airport Taxi, and Greater Colorado Springs Transportation Company, doing business as Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs (“Yellow Cab”).

C. On April 4, 2002, the Commission issued an Order setting this matter for hearing on May 8, 2002, in Colorado Springs, Colorado.  Shortly thereafter, this matter was assigned to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”).  

D. The undersigned is the presiding ALJ in Docket No. 02A-136BP, an application by Access Limousine, LLC.  That matter is also scheduled for hearing on May 8, 2002.  As a result of this scheduling conflict, it may be necessary to reschedule the hearing in the captioned matter.  In order to facilitate that process, it requested that all parties submit a written advisement of their availability for a rescheduled hearing during the months of May and June 2002, on or before April 22, 2002.  The parties should also advise whether they anticipate the hearing requiring more than one day and, if so, the total number of hearing days anticipated.  In the event a party fails to file such an advisement on or before the above deadline, it will be presumed that such party is available for a rescheduled hearing on any day during May and June 2002 and that it anticipates the hearing lasting no more than one day.
