A. By Decision No. R02-419-I, April 12, 2002, Respondent Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) was ordered to return a bond in the amount of $100.  On April 16, 2002, Qwest filed its Motion to Modify and Stay Interim Order.  By this motion Qwest states it does not have the bond and suggests that the bond ordered by Decision No. R01-587-I was posted with the Commission.

B. The Commission does not accept bonds.  Attached to this Order as Appendix A is a copy of a receipt filed with the Commission’s External Affairs Section by the complainant in this proceeding indicating a $100 payment through a Qwest agent.  The receipt indicates the telephone number that was the subject of this complaint, and the date of the $100 payment is the day after the date of the Order requiring the bond.

C. Qwest shall have seven days to refund the bond or file an affidavit indicating why it should not.

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. Qwest shall return the $100 bond posted by the complainant in this proceeding within seven days, or file an affidavit setting forth its reasons for not refunding the payment.  To the extent Decision No. R02-419-I is inconsistent with this Order, it is rescinded.
