statement

A. The captioned application of Access Limousine, LLC, (“Access Limousine”), was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) on February 21, 2002, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on February 25, 2002.  

B. Interventions have been filed in this proceeding by Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (“Wolf”), Metro Taxi, Inc. (“Metro”), and SuperShuttle Denver International, Inc.

C. By correspondence filed with the Commission on April 22, 2002, Access Limousine requests an extension of time, through and including May 1, 2002, to respond to discovery propounded to it by Metro and Wolf.
  This correspondence will be construed as a motion for an extension of time to respond to the subject discovery.    

D. Access Limousine’s motion does not contain a proof of service as required by Rule 7(b)(3) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-7(b)(3).  There is no indication, therefore, that the motion was served on counsel for Metro and Wolf as required by 4 CCR 723-1-7(b)(2).  Without proper service, Metro and Wolf have no knowledge of the relief requested by Access Limousine and are unable to exercise their right to respond to the motion as allowed by 4 CCR 723-1-22(b).

E. For these reasons, Access Limousine’s motion must be denied.

1. The motion for an extension of time to respond to discovery propounded by Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle, and Metro Taxi, Inc., filed in this matter by Access Limousine, LLC on April 22, 2002, is denied.
