I.
statement

A. The captioned proceeding was initiated by Decision No. C02-207 adopted by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on March 1, 2002.  It establishes an April 30, 2002, deadline for the filing of year 2001 annual reports by utilities holding a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide energy and water services in the State of Colorado.  See, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-25.  It imposes the same deadline for filing a copy of the report of gross regulated operating revenue required by the Colorado Department of Revenue (Form DR 525).  

B. On April 29, 2002, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (“Tri-State”), filed a request for an extension of time, through and including May 31, 2002, to file its 2001 annual report.  In support of its request, Tri-State states that it has experienced delays in securing information from its Electric Sales and Transmission of Energy sections.  This will prevent it from filing its 2001 annual report on the current due-date.  Tri-State has not requested a similar extension of time to accomplish the Form DR 525 filing requirement. 

C. Decision No. C02-207 authorizes parties to secure an extension of time “not to exceed 30 days” to comply with the annual report filing requirement for good cause shown.  Tri–State has demonstrated good cause for such an extension.  Accordingly, its request for an extension of time will be granted, in part.  Tri-State shall file its 2001 annual report on or before May 30, 2002.

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. On or before May 30, 2002, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc., shall file its 2001 annual report in the form prescribed by Decision No. C02-207 as well as any additional reports required by Appendix A of Decision No. C02-207.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
