I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. On May 1, 2002, Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc. (Qwest), filed a Motion for  Leave to Late File its March, 2002 Colorado Performance Assurance Plan Performance Report (CPAP) and to Waive Response Time.

B. In this Motion, Qwest states that pursuant to the directives of R01-1142-I, it is required to file mock payment reports for the previous month with the Commission on or before the last business day of the current month.  Qwest has been makings these filings since December 2001.  This filing has typically included a mock payment report and a copy of the company’s performance results under the CPAP measures.
C. On April 30, 2002, Qwest timely filed its mock payment report for the month of March 2002 with the Commission; however Qwest states that it was not able to produce the companion performance results document in time for filing with the Commission.  The performance results document is a voluminous document, nine copies of which must be filed with the Commission and Special Master. Qwest was also obligated to make its annual filings with the Commission, which filings are also voluminous and complex and which require the coordination of a number of resources and systems.  
D. The mock payment report was timely served on all parties and the companion performance results have, as of the time of this filing, been served on all parties.  Moreover, there is currently no deadline under which parties are required to respond to the mock payment report or its companion performance data.  Under the circumstances, Qwest submits that no prejudice attaches to this request.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. Response time to Qwest Corporation’s Motion for Leave to Late File is waived.

2. Qwest’s Motion is granted.
