I.
STATEMENT

A. The captioned application of Sonrisas, Inc. (“Sonrisas”), was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) on February 8, 2002, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on February 25, 2002.

B. On April 4, 2002, the Commission issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing scheduling the matter for hearing on May 2, 2002, in Denver, Colorado.  

C. Timely interventions have been filed in this proceeding by Metro Taxi, Inc. (“Metro Taxi”), Kids Wheels, LLC (“Kids Wheels”), and Ida R. Garcia, doing business as Specialty Transport (“Specialty Transport”). 

D. On May 2, 2002, the matter was called for hearing at the assigned time and place by the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”).  Appearances were entered by or on behalf of Sonrisas, Metro Taxi, and Kids Wheels.

E. As a preliminary matter, Kids Wheels and Metro Taxi moved to preclude Sonrisas from calling the witnesses or offering the exhibits set forth on its Witness and Exhibits List at the May 2, 2002, hearing.  A review of the subject Witness and Exhibits List revealed that it was dated and served on Intervenors on May 1, 2002, only one day prior to the hearing.  After hearing and considering the oral argument of the parties, the Kids Wheels/Metro Taxi motion was granted.

F. Sonrisas then moved to continue the hearing to a later date.  After hearing and considering the oral argument of the parties, the Sonrisas continuance request was granted.

G. Advisements provided by Sonrisas, Kids Wheels, and Metro Taxi reveal that June 6, 2002, is a convenient hearing date for all concerned.
  Therefore, the hearing of this matter will be rescheduled on that date.  In addition, the deadlines set forth in the Order that follows will govern the filing of any supplemental witness/exhibits lists desired by the parties.
