I.
statement

A. The captioned matter involves a formal complaint that was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) by Mobile Gardens Homeowner’s Association (“Mobile Gardens HOA”) against Mobile Gardens Mobile Home Park and Mobile Gardens, LLP (“Mobile Gardens”) on April 5, 2002.  

B. The Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer on April 8, 2002.  On that date it also issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing scheduling a hearing on May 20, 2002.

C. On May 1, 2002, Mobile Gardens HOA filed a Motion for Continuance (“Motion”).  The Motion requests that the current hearing date be vacated and that the matter be rescheduled for hearing sometime after May 21, 2002.  As grounds for the Motion, legal counsel for Mobile Gardens HOA states that he is unavailable on the current hearing date due to a previously scheduled family trip.

D. By Decision No. R02-498-I the undersigned Administrative Law Judge ordered that any desired responses to the Motion be filed on or before May 10, 2002.  On May 6, 2002, Mobile Gardens filed a response indicating that it had no objection to the requested continuance.

E. By virtue of the foregoing, the Motion will be granted and the May 20, 2002, hearing date will be vacated.

F. On or before May 24, 2002, all parties shall submit a written advisement of their availability for a rescheduled hearing during the months of June, July, and August 2002.  The parties should also advise whether they anticipate the hearing requiring more than one day and, if so, the total number of hearing days anticipated.  In the event a party fails to file such an advisement on or before the above deadline, it will be presumed that such party and its counsel are available for a rescheduled hearing on any day during June, July, and August 2002 and that it anticipates the hearing lasting no more than one day.

G. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for May 20, 2002, is vacated.

2. All parties to this proceeding shall provide the rescheduled hearing advisements described in Section I, Paragraph F above on or before May 24, 2002.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
