A. The captioned applications of Casino Transportation, Inc. (“CTI”), are currently scheduled for hearing in Denver, Colorado, on May 16, 2002.  See, Decision No. R02-344-I.

B. On May 14, 2002, CTI filed a Motion for Continuance of May 16, 2002, Hearing Date, Request for Waiver of Response Time, and Request for Expedited Action (“Motion for Continuance”).  The Motion for Continuance requests that the May 16, 2002, hearing date be vacated and that the matter be rescheduled for hearing sometime after September 15, 2002.
  As grounds for the requested continuance, CTI states that two of its primary witnesses are unavailable on the current hearing date.  It also believes that the Commission’s ultimate ruling in connection with exceptions filed to Decision No. R02-359 in Docket No. 01A-415BP, a case involving issues similar to those involved in this proceeding, may be beneficial in determining the future course of the captioned applications.

C. CTI has previously waived the 210-day time limitation imposed on the Commission by § 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S., for processing the captioned applications.  See, Decision No. R02-66-I.  Notwithstanding that fact, CTI has represented in the Motion for Continuance that it will not request any future hearing continuances.   

D. By telephone conference call held on May 14, 2002, between the undersigned Administrative Law Judge, counsel for CTI, and counsel for Black Hawk/Central City Ace Express, Inc. (“Ace”), Ace’s counsel confirmed that his client does not object to the Motion for Continuance.

Good grounds having been shown, the Motion for Continuance will be granted.  The parties shall notify the 

undersigned of their availability for a re-scheduled hearing during the last two weeks of September and October 2002 on or before May 29, 2002.

Order

E. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Continuance of May 16, 2002, Hearing Date, Request for Waiver of Response Time, and Request for Expedited Action filed by Casino Transportation, Inc., on May 14, 2002, is granted.

2. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for May 16, 2002, is vacated.

3. On or before May 29, 2002, the parties shall advise the undersigned of their availability for a re-scheduled hearing during the last two weeks of September and October 2002.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
