I.
STATEMENT

A. The captioned matter involves a formal complaint that was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) by Mobile Gardens Homeowner’s Association (“Mobile Gardens HOA”) against Mobile Gardens Mobile Home Park and Mobile Gardens, LLP on April 5, 2002.  

B. The Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer on April 8, 2002.  On that date it also issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing scheduling a hearing on May 20, 2002.

C. By Decision No. R02-543-I the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) granted the request of Mobile Gardens HOA to continue the May 20, 2002, hearing.  That decision also requested that the parties advise the ALJ of their availability for a re-scheduled hearing in June, July, and August, 2002.  Both parties have now filed such advisements.
