A. On May 2, 2002, Mile High Telecom Partners, LLP (“Mile High”) filed a Motion for Extension of Time (“Motion”) in the captioned docket.  The Motion requests an extension of time, through and including May 30, 2002, for Mile High to file its Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism (“HCSM”) Worksheet for the period January 1, 2001 through December 31, 2001.  Pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-41-7.2.1, Mile High’s HCSM Worksheet for this period was due on or before March 31, 2002.

B. In support of the Motion, Mile High states that it has recently devoted most of its resources toward resolving the issues raised in this proceeding and, as a result, has been unable to prepare and file its HCSM Worksheet on a timely basis.
 

C. No response to the Motion was filed by any party to this proceeding within the time period allowed by 4 CCR 723-1-22(b).

D. The Motion will be construed as a request by Mile High to either waive or grant a variance to the HCSM Worksheet filing deadline contained in 4 CCR 723-7.2.1 pursuant to the provisions of 4 CCR 723-41-15.  That rule authorizes the Commission to permit variance or waive a rule if not contrary to law, for good cause shown if it finds that compliance is impossible, impractical, or unreasonable.

E. The Motion states good cause for extending the filing deadline for Mile High’s HCSM Worksheet.  It would have been impractical or unreasonable to expect Mile High to prepare and file the HCSM Worksheet on or before the March 31, 2002, deadline given the efforts devoted by it toward negotiating a settlement of the issues involved in this proceeding.  Granting the requested variance is not contrary to law.

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time filed by Mile High Telecom Partners, LLC in the captioned proceeding on May 2, 2002, is granted.

2. Mile High Telecom Partners, LLC shall file its Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism Worksheet for the period January 1, 2001 through December 31, 2001, on or before May 30, 2002. 

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
