statement

A. This is a civil penalty assessment proceeding brought by the Complainant, the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”), against the Respondent, Custom Towing, Inc. (“Custom Towing”), pursuant to § 40-7-116, C.R.S.

B. On April 29, 2002, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing setting this matter for hearing on May 31, 2002, in Denver, Colorado.

C. On May 30, 2002, Custom Towing filed an Entry of Appearance, Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing, and Request for Extension of Time to File Answer (“Motion”).  Among other things, the Motion requests that the current hearing date be vacated and that the matter be rescheduled for hearing.  As grounds for this request, Respondent indicates that it retained legal counsel in connection with this proceeding on May 29, 2002, and that counsel requires additional time to prepare for hearing.

D. The Motion indicates that counsel for the Staff of the Commission does not object to vacating and rescheduling the hearing.  Staff’s counsel has provided telephonic confirmation of that fact to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.  Both parties have provided advisements concerning their availability for a rescheduled hearing.  They concur that the matter can be heard in one day.

E. Good grounds having been shown, the request to vacate and reschedule the hearing will be granted.  The matter will be rescheduled for hearing on the date and time set forth in the Order that follows.

F. The Motion also requests that Custom Towing be granted an extension of time, through and including June 14, 2002, within which to file its Answer in this matter.  The Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure do not specifically require the filing of a responsive pleading in proceedings of this type.  Nonetheless, if Custom Towing wishes to submit such a pleading it may do so on or before June 14, 2002.

G. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing, and Request for Extension of Time to File Answer filed by Custom Towing, Inc., is granted.
