I.
STATEMENT

A. The captioned application of JSSME/Benjamin Price Memorial Foundation (“JSSME”) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) on March 29, 2002, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on April 8, 2002.

B. On May 14, 2002, the Commission issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing scheduling the matter for hearing on June 12, 2002, in Denver, Colorado.  

Timely interventions have been filed in this proceeding by Metro Taxi, Inc. (“Metro Taxi”), Kids Wheels, LLC 

(“Kids Wheels”), Denver Taxi, LLC (“Denver Taxi”), and the Regional Transportation District (“RTD”). 

C. On June 12, 2002, the matter was called for hearing at the assigned time and place by the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.  Appearances were entered by or on behalf of JSSME, Metro Taxi, Denver Taxi ,and RTD.
