A. This matter was called for hearing on May 30, 2002.  As a preliminary matter it was determined that the corporate Applicant needed representation by an attorney since the amount in controversy was greater than $10,000.  See § 13-1-127(2)(a), C.R.S.  The Applicant was given until June 13, 2002 to either obtain representation, file a stipulation with the intervenor, or file another appropriate pleading.

B. On June 13, 2002, the Applicant filed a request for a two-week extension.  The Applicant states that it is still in negotiations with Intervenor Metro Taxi, Inc.

C. The Commission encourages negotiated settlements to contested proceedings.  Therefore the extension should be granted.
