A. On June 14, 2002, Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) filed a Motion to Compel, Motion to Reschedule Hearing Date, and Request to Shorten Response Time.  On the same date, Qwest filed an errata to the motion.

B. Qwest states that on May 23, 2002, it served Marc and Lisa Towne, et al. (“Complainants”) with its First Set of Data Requests and Request for Production of Documents.  Objections to the discovery were due within 5 working days of the receipt of the discovery request and responses to discovery were due on June 3, 2002.  Qwest states that Complainants have not responded to the discovery requests.
