I.
STATEMENT

A. The captioned proceeding was initiated on April 22, 2002, when Level 3 Communications, LLC (“Level 3”) filed a Declaration of Intent to Provide Service Within Territory of Rural Telecommunications Provider with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”).

B. The Petition to Intervene filed in this matter by CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. (“CenturyTel”), was granted on June 14, 2002.  See, Decision No. R02-677-I.  A request to intervene filed by the Colorado Telecommunications Association, Inc. (“CTA”), was denied.  However, CTA was authorized to participate in this proceeding as amicus curiae.  See, Decision No. R02-672.  
C. A pre-hearing conference was held on June 24, 2002, pursuant to the provisions of Decision No. R02-675-I.  Appearances were entered on behalf of Level 3, CenturyTel, and CTA by their respective legal counsel.

D. Preliminarily, the Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice filed by Calvin K. Simshaw, legal counsel for CenturyTel, on June 21, 2002, was considered.  The subject motion complies with Rule 21(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21.  Therefore, it was granted.

E. Potential hearing dates, a procedural schedule for the submission of CenturyTel’s testimony/exhibits and Level 3’s rebuttal testimony/exhibits, and discovery procedures were discussed.  The agreed procedures and procedural schedule are set forth in the order that follows.

F. In addition, the parties indicated that there was some disagreement concerning the scope of issues to be addressed in this proceeding.  Accordingly, they were directed to submit a joint statement on or before July 10, 2002, listing the issues they each contend are encompassed by this proceeding and identifying those issues both parties agree to be encompassed by this proceeding.

6. Discovery shall be governed by Rule 77 of the Commissions Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-77.
