STATEMENT

A. The captioned application of Richard Oberle, doing business as Colorado Tour Transportation (“Colorado Tour”), was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) on April 16, 2002, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on May 6, 2002.

B. Timely interventions have been filed in this proceeding by Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. (“Home James”), Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. (“Alpine Taxi”), Mountain Goat Tours, Inc. (“Mountain Goat”), and Black Hawk Central City Ace Express (“Ace Express”). 

C. On June 7, 2002, Colorado Tour filed correspondence with the Commission requesting that the July 9, 2002, hearing be relocated to Winter Park, Colorado.
