A. On July 11, 2002, Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) filed its Renewed Motion to Compel and Request for Immediate Ruling.  By this motion Qwest notes that on May 23, 2002, Qwest served Marc and Lisa Towne, two of the Complainants,
 with its first set of data requests and requests for production of documents.  Responses were due on June 3, 2002.  When responses were not forthcoming Qwest filed its First Motion to Compel on June 14, 2002.  By Decision No. R02-706-I, June 20, 2002, the response time to the Motion to Compel was shortened to June 25, 2002.  No response to the motion has been filed, other than a June 19, 2002 letter stating that it would respond to Qwest’s data request by July 1, 2002.

B. Qwest further states that as of July 11, 2002, no responses have been received by Qwest.  Qwest notes that the Motion to Compel is pending and an immediate ruling is appropriate.

C. Good grounds having been shown the motion should be granted.  Complainants Marc and Lisa Towne shall respond to the discovery served upon them on May 23, 2002, within seven days of the effective date of this order.
